One of our 
officers reports that he has gone to two thefts in the past week where tanks and locking mechanism as 
shown in these photos have been targeted.

19 litres was taken from the first 
and  180 litres from the second. We are aware of theft in the Ward area as well.
The thieves’ M.O. is to twist the lock off, so they are not using bolt cutters.

Report suspicious behaviour.

Monitor how much fuel you have so you know 
what goes missing.
Some people have set up a camera with a sign as 
a deterrent (this works) others have re done the 
locking system. Others have made access to the 
fuel more difficult for offenders.
